Parcels on the Southeast and Southwest corners of Pleasant Lake in the Town of Coloma

 

A parcel on the corner of Cypress Road and 7th Court in the Town of Richford

 

Parcels North of County Road H and East of the Rustic Road (27th Road) in the Town of Leon.

 

A parcel West of County Road AE and South of County Road TT in the Town of Saxeville.

 

Bt is an organic compound only affecting caterpillars, not animals, pets, or humans, which will be applied with low flying GPS assisted aircraft.
